PICK-UP & DROP-OFF:

**Please be prompt when picking up your child! Children who are not picked up by 3:15 may be placed in an after-care program in the Center and/or charged a fee for care services. Due to the nature of our camps schedules can vary and drive times can be unpredictable. Please do not try to pick up your child during camp hours. If you need special arrangements please contact the camp coordinator as soon as possible. 

WHAT TO BRING: 

Due to the nature of the camps, you may find your camper eating and drinking more than they usually would at school or home. Many times we will be on the go with a high level of physical activity throughout the day. Please bring a healthy snack, lunch, and water bottle each day. Wear comfortable, closed toed shoes & weather appropriate clothing every day; trips are held rain, chill or shine. Please LABEL all items with your child’s name & phone. In addition, extra socks and shirt are suggested. We will also incorporate water-based activities so please send a swimsuit and towel with your camper. All items should be placed in a backpack for easy transport. 

WAIVER & MEDICAL INFORMATION: 

Attached to this letter is a blank Waiver & Medical form for your child. Please fill this out & give it to NWI staff on the FIRST DAY of camp. If we do not have a completed and signed form, your child will be unable to attend the program. Even if you have completed a form in the past, it is important to us that we always have the most up-to-date information on your child. 

MEDICATION: 

If your child is on any medication, we will need for you to fill out an additional “Medication” form when you drop-off your child. All medication must be given to staff to hold onto & administer, with exception of asthma inhalers. All medication must be in its’ original container & please bring only the amount needed for one day at a time. 

PLEASE LEAVE AT HOME: 

We would like your camper to get the most out of their experiences with us. Please leave game systems, MP3s, & other valuable items at home. Cameras are acceptable however we do recommend they be disposable. 

We are not responsible for lost or stolen items.
